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2. Severe Acute Respiratory Infection (SARI)

e 151 cases of SARI were reported this week. The majority of these cases were reported from Jhapa (20 cases),
Morang (12 cases), Rupandehi and Sunsari (11 cases from each districts), Dhankuta (9 cases), Surkhet (8
cases), Kailali and Palpa (6 cases from each districts), Kapilbastu (5 cases).

e 197 cases of SARI were reported this week in 2021.
